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Teaching of Social Studies
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In this basic course, students will examine the major
concepts, historical development, aims and objectives,
curricula, and teaching methods of secondary school so-
cial studies education and search for the right direction
and methods for the improvement of Korean social stud-
ies education. The latest trends in research on social
studies education and an examination of treatises will be
important parts of the course. Emphasis will be placed
on the materials and methods needed to teach social
studies professionally.
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Society and Man
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This course is a revised version of Introduction to
Sociology for social studies education. It helps students
prepare to teach the sociological part of secondary
school social studies. Sociological concepts such as so-
cialization, social group, role, norms, social class, social
change and social structure will be covered.

711.261 Atgleb ek 3-3-0

Society and Philosophy
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This course is to provide future teachers of social
studies with basic philosophical knowledge and a philo-
sophical way of thinking. It treats fundamental concepts
of philosophy both historically and systematically. Basic
concepts such as politics, morality, law, rights, duties,
state, freedom, justice, and punishment are critically re-
viewed, while currents such as historicism, positivism,
socialism, capitalism, etc. are analyzed and critically
evaluated.
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Civic Education & Economic Thoughts
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The purpose of this course is to provide some per-
spectives for civic educators on issues of economic
policy. In the first half, this course is to examine the
historical origins of several contemporary economic
thoughts. The course contains classic and contemporary
readings from six alternative perspectives; Mercantilism,
Classicism, Neo-Classicism, Marxism, Keynesianism, and
Institutionalism. In the second half of the course, stu-
dents will take up the question of how economic
thoughts from the six different perspectives can help in
making policy decisions in the current economy, which is
related with the contents of civic education.

Social Education and Social Research
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This course provides a study of scientific inquiry and
interpretation on social phenomena by analysis of empiri-
cal data. The emphasis is on the construction of con-
cepts, methods of scientific analysis, collecting materials,
interviews, observation, content analysis, and elementary
statistical analysis such as means, standard deviation,
hypothesis test, and the basic method of regression.

Economic Ethics and Economic Education
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This course explores a critical assessment of the
relationship between economic theory and ethics. The
main purpose of economic science is to analyze and
‘explain’ the economic process, but not necessarily to
pass economic judgement as to whether this process is
good or not. However, in practice, it is very difficult for
us to make an economic decision without touching
ethical problems, even though few people deny some
connections between ethics and economic analysis.
Making use of real life economic examples and offering
some perspective on the ethical dimensions of economic
everyday life, this course provides essential concepts of
the pedagogy of economic decisions for social studies
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Materials and Methods in Teaching
Social Studies
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This course is a study of teaching materials and meth-

S AFe| W E0H(Dept. of Social Studies Education)

ods used in secondary school social studies. The purpose
of the course is to help students prepare the curriculum
and expose them to teaching methods in social studies
in secondary schools. The emphasis is on curriculum
construction, and various methods of teaching such as
concept teaching, decision making, inquiry, value clar-
ification, moral reasoning and value analysis.
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Seminar in Socio-Cultural Education
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This course is a study of the socio-cultural foundation
of social studies education, including social and philo-
sophical thought related to social studies, and problems
and perspectives of social studies education. The main
topics are functionalism, Marxist tradition and social
thought, the Micro- interpretive approach, tradition and
innovation, research and creation, nationalism, and
globalization. Students are encouraged to prepare their
own paper and to present in class.

Youth Problems and Law Related
Education
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In this course, students will learn and examine the
theory of youth problem and law related education.
Important topics will include the characteristics of youth,
the nature and types of youth problems, theory of juve-
nile delinquence, theory and teaching methods of law re-
lated education.
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Civic Education & Social Problems
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This course is a study of social problems in a rapidly
changing industrial society, such as mental problems, al-
coholism, crime, drug addition, poverty, and environmental
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problems. The purpose of the course is to understand
the nature of the problems and to seek solutions.
Students are encouraged to suggest their own opinions
and solutions regarding social problems in Korea.
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Seminar in Law-related Education
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Explores basic theories and important aspects of
law-related education in social studies, and other related
topics of civic education. Important topics will include
the history and basic theories of law-related education in
social studies; legal socialization theories; strategies and
assessment of law-related education. Students will be
encouraged to read related texts and dissertations, to
make and present their own paper.

Seminar in Economic Education
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Based on the prerequisite courses of Society and
Economics, International Economics, and History of
Economics, this course focuses on the methods of teach-
ing economic education and the reconstruction of
materials. The main topics are the theory of con-
sumption and production, theory of equilibrium, GNP, in-
vestment, economic development, and international
economics. Through different perspectives of the curricu-
lum teaching model and using studies of actual class-
room situations, this course offers participants the oppor-
tunity to reflect on several aspects of economic
education. Enrollment is limited to 35.

Economic Education for Citizens &

Market Economy
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This research seminar will examine selected economic
education issues in adult civic education. Topics will in-
clude classification of adult groups, economic themes for
citizenship, teaching models, social movement for eco-
nomic reform in educational aspects, and testing. The
seminar will also focus on how educators have worked

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Based on the prerequisite courses of Introduction to
Social Studies Education, and Teaching Methods and
Materials in Social Studies Education, students are ex-
pected to write and present their research papers on ob-
jectives, curricula, methods, or any topic of recent social
studies research. Students are encouraged to conduct
their own research, participating actively in the seminar.
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Civic Education & Social Ethics
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This course provides critical analysis and reflection on
the ethical aspect of modern society and on the method
of moral education relevant to it. Having delineated the
specific characteristics of the moral dimension of modern
society and the problems involved with it, the course
concentrates on the question of social ethics as it differs
from individual ethics, and method of teaching ethics
required of the difference. The writings of one or two
thinkers are selected each semester and carefully
analyzed and criticized with special attention paid to the
purpose of the course. It tries to see the place and
functions of such concepts as justice, equality, virtues,
obligations, etc., in politics, international relations,
economic policies, education, environments, and attempts
to search for the most appropriate ways to instill them
in the children and adults as members of civic society.

The course attempts not to lose sight
of the fact that in social studies education, value- ori-
ented aspects of education may also be honored side by
side with value-neutral social scientific researches.

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Social studies classroom as an institutional space has

the particularity and the unique characters in
understanding the activities of students and teacher
inside. Therefore, this course introduces qualitative
research method, such as interviews and observation,
which can understand the various interactions taking
place in the social studies classroom. The process of this
course puts together the making-out of some qualitative
research theories and the practicum too. It will provide
the opportunities which can understand social studies
lesson and help pre-teachers to grow as ‘teacher as a
researcher’ as well.
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Civic Education and Democracy
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On the literal level, all theories of democracy share
social values: liberty, equality, the rule of majority, and
other rights. However, each of them has different actual
meanings. While a certain right would be very important
to a liberal, the same right would not be so to a
socialist. Therefore, the purpose of this course is to pro-
vide future teachers of social studies with some philo-
sophical perspectives, which make them understand vari-
ous versions of democracy. The course contains classic
and contemporary readings from at least five per-
spectives: liberalism, libetarianism, socialism, republican-
ism, communitarianism. This course can help social stud-
ies students understand the meanings and legitimacy of
democratic theories.

Also, the relation between social science and integrated
social studies education will be examined. The purpose
of this course is, based on these basic investigations, to
seek the direction and methods of integrated social stud-
ies considering the present condition of Korean society.

A structured sequence of
readings and problem sets will form the backbone of the
course and evaluation will be based primarily on three
examinations and a final report.
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Society and Law
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This introductory course will help students to under-
stand social norms including law. Students will study the
concepts, effects, ideals, and general principles of law as
well as the distinction between public and private law.
They will also investigate various attitudes toward law
and law consciousness in terms of citizens’ capacity to
comply with law.

Introduction to East Asian History

SRR E “SEL-FE UOAI-RE AGAIZ'E EAIEL St 8| 152 JYE. (The first number means “credits”; the second number means “lecture
hours” per week and the final number means “laboratory hours” per week. 15 week make one semester.)
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This introductory course is designed to help students
understand the process and development of east-asian
history. For this, the whole east-asian history will be div-
ided into ancient, medieval, modern and contemporary
history, and then the economical, political, cultural and
intellectual trait and characters of each stage will be
outlined. The course work is mainly focused on China
and Japan.
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Cartography
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This course addresses map and chart reading and use.
It covers grid systems, projections, and practical map
measurement.
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Culture and Society
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This is a revised version of the course Introduction to
cultural Anthropology for students majoring in social
studies education. The course will help students to teach
anthropology at secondary schools. Emphasis will be placed
on anthropological concepts such as culture, cultural
diffusion, developmental process of culture, enculturation,
and value conflicts in Korea and Korean traditional
culture and their current meaning.

Democracy means rule by the people. It is a system
of decision making in which everyone who belongs to
the political community making the decision is actually or
potentially involved. There have been competing con-
ceptions about what this involves. On one conception
this means that everyone should participate in making
the decision themselves, which should emerge from a
full discussion. On another conception, it means that ev-
eryone should be able to vote between proposals or for
representatives who will be entrusted with making the
decision; the proposal or representative with most votes
wins.

Normative problems connected with democracy relate
both to its nature and its value. Democracy has value
because it promotes liberty and equality. Given the ma-
jority rule, however, the minority may not be thought to
be treated equally. Moreover, democracy considers the
ignorant as being as important as the knowledgeable, by
counting everyone's opinions as of equal value. But vot-
ing may in certain circumstances be the right way of
achieving knowledge. Pooling opinions may lead to bet-
ter group judgement.

This class will pay attention to the attractive points
and vulnerable ones of democracy. Participants in this
class are expected to understand norms and values of
democracy as well as the institutions of democracy in a
critical way.
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Introduction to Korean History
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Th|s course is the first step in the study of history,
history teaching, and social studies. Students will inves-
tigate the facts and ideas of Korean and world history
through physical data and historical narratives. They will
also learn to see history in terms of particularity and
universality.
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Culture and Life in Germany
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This course overviews German politics, society, and
culture. It focuses on enhancing intercultural ability in
order to learn German language, literature, and

pedagogy.
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The course aims at improvement in practicing the ba-
sic grammar in German This course deals with various
German grammar theories, which will then be applied to

the study of the Korean language.
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German Pronunciation and Listening
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The course is for the improvement in listening part It
is for the improvement in the ability of listening by us-
ing kinds of texts in the visual and audio media In the
first grade, the establishment of this subject is necessary
for the advances of the accurate pronunciation and lis-
tening ability.
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Introduction to Modern Ethics
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Ethics is an main branch of philosophy with epistemol-
ogy and metaphysics, and also a base of the moral
education. As Kant insisted on the preference of the
practical reason to the theoretical reason, ethics is an
important study that deals with our primary concerns
such as ‘What should we do?, ‘How should we live?,
‘What is really valuable?’, ‘What is the meaning of life?,
‘What makes life livable?. This lecture deals with im-
portant theories and disputed points of modern ethics.
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Understanding European and
American Societies and Cultures
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This course is designed for the students in three for-
eign language education departments (English, German
and French) of the College of Education. It aims to fos-
ter an integrative understanding of the various societies
and cultures (language, literature, arts, history etc.) of
Europe and America. The course will be taught through
team teaching.
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Introduction to Korean History
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In this course, students will study the Korean history
systematically in relation to world history, so as to gain
the traditional historical attitude and viewpoint essential in
teaching social studies.
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Civic Education
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This course is a study of social studies education as
civic education and citizenship education. The emphasis
is on the relationship between social studies and citizen-
ship education, the concept, problems, and future direc-
tions of citizenship education, and the attitudes and abil-
ities needed for good citizens.
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
